Bulletin-Information Update
3-1. Major road works 
3-1-1. M25 Widening (Section Four) from 3 to 4 lanes in both directions. The section of the M25 from Junction 27 to 30 is due to start shortly and be completed before the start of the Olympic Games by July 2012. The last public exhibition of the plans is scheduled for the 8/9 May. Any questions or queries can be followed up by telephoning the Highways Agency Information Line on 08457 504030 or you can email M25widening@highways.gsi.gov.uk This project is part of a 3year construction programme and 30 year maintenance contract.

 The benefits will be:

· Improved journey time reliability
· Reduced congestion

· Improved motorway safety

· Improved driver information

· Low noise surfacing
Three lanes in each direction will be maintained in peak period 6am to 10pm. There will be overnight lane and slip road closures as necessary. Temporary 50mph average speed enforcement and 24/7 free vehicle recovery in road works. SBBJV has registered with the Considerate Constructors Scheme. 3-1-3. M25 Bell Common Tunnel Refurbishment

Three lane traffic flow in both directions is being maintained in the peak period albeit subject to average speed restrictions for safety reasons.

3-1-4. North Circular A406 / NGAR



A406 Improvement works will start in early 2010 and finish by December 2011. This project is focussed on improving road safety on this North London section of the North Circular. However it does not address the long standing problem of congestion at the junction with Green Lanes. This will be raised again with Mayor Johnson along with the NGAR proposal and fed into the discussions on the North London traffic model that TfL is developing to guide future investment. Enfield Council will rebuild the case for these major projects and has the full support of the BFQP.

London Freight Booster (LFB) is linked to:

· Carry and Deliver NVQ

· Driving Goods Vehicle NVQ
This means modules completed can be used as credits towards these NVQs.

Currently, two LFB modules have been mapped and approved by JUAPT (Joint Unit for Approved Periodic Training)

· Customer Services

· Route Planning

A further five modules will have been mapped and approved by JUAPT by Sept 2009:

· Maintaining the safety and security of the load

· Contributing to reducing the threat of terrorism

· Sharing London’s roads safely with others

· Pre and post journey procedures

· Transporting goods and materials in London

The LFB can be attributed to periodic training and not initial training – this means that the LFB can contribute towards the requirement of 35 hours training per five years (Once the other modules have been accepted by JUAPT). The initial training must be undertaken when a driver commences his career and the LFB will not address this.

4. Alternative Fuels project at LB Enfield
LB Enfield is introducing a dual fuel refuse collection vehicle powered by diesel and natural gas. The vehicle is a standard diesel vehicle being converted by Hardstaff. A portable fuelling facility is being installed that will use natural gas cylinders. This project will enable vital practical experience to be obtained and financial benefits confirmed of large dual fuel vehicles before taking this option further. The presenter raised the question of how other organisations are addressing the cost of fuel. One member outlined a reward scheme for drivers that addressed the reduction of fuel usage through better driving techniques. In the first year it reduced fuel usage by 3% and was expected to achieve 5% in the second year.
