Vision, Aims and Objectives:

BFQP’s vision is to encourage best practice in environmentally sensitive, economic, safe and efficient freight transport in the Brimsdown Business Area. BFQP provides a forum for industry, local and regional government, and other interested agencies to work together to realise this vision. 

The aims are to give leadership within the context of a holistic, partnership driven approach, to work in partnership so as to maximise the available resources for transport investment, a commitment to joint working and consultation on mutually agreed issues, and commitment to share good practice. 

The objectives are to ensure practical and relevant projects are implemented in the Brimsdown Business Area and North London that will improve the efficiency and reduce the environmental impact of freight movement.

BFQP will lobby on behalf of businesses in the Brimsdown Business Area for major improvements that are of relevance, environmentally friendly, efficient and safe freight operations.

BFQP will attract investment to the Brimsdown Business area that will, assist in improving conditions of freight operations.

There were no matters arising that were not covered by the agenda items.

Bulletin-Information Updates

3-1. Major road works and transport issues
Mario Lecordier has left Enfield Council and his responsibilities have passed to David B. Taylor Head of Traffic and Transportation

3-1-1. M25 Bell Common Tunnel Refurbishment



Paul Neal is moving on to another Costain project and Ann Gout will be taking up his responsibilities. She will be invited to future meetings.

We thank Paul for his support and wish him every success in the future.
Key points:

-Road works started at the beginning of November and the target finish date is Spring 2010.
-The Centre wall is being replaced and the tunnel structure insulated against fire as was carried out in the Holmesdale Tunnel.
-6 traffic lanes will be kept open through busy periods 6am to 9pm. This will be assisted by the use rapidly moveable concrete barriers using a tractor vehicle.

-M11 slip roads reduced to a single lane.

-Average speed cameras will operate throughout the road works.
-Costain have retained their offices by the junction of the A10 and M25 for this new project.
-There has been no negative feedback on traffic delays and Traffic Management meetings will continue and LB Enfield will attend.
3-1-2. Enfield Town: Works by Gas Board
David Taylor was pleased to report that these works are now finished.

3-1-3. Enfield Town Traffic Light System

The new linked intelligent traffic light system in Enfield Town is now in place and it adjusts phasing to traffic needs.

3-1-4. North Circular A406 / NGAR

A406 Improvement works will start in January 2010 and finish by December 2011. However they do not address the long standing problem of congestion at the junction with Green Lanes. This will be raised again with Mayor Johnson along with the NGAR proposal and fed into the discussions on the North London traffic model that TfL is developing to guide future investment. Enfield Council will rebuild the case for these major projects and has the full support of the BFQP.

3-1-5. Temporary Restrictions of Traffic

1. Meridian Way and Mollison Avenue overnight closures for street lighting replacement and repairs.

2. Hertford Road slip road linking to Mollison Avenue at any time for camera power duct works.

3. Green Street Level crossing to facilitate demolition of a signal box.

3-3. Parking Hotspots

This item is retained within the agenda so that members can raise issues as they occur. TfL funding is available for this purpose.

1.Parking in Morsen Road is affecting the free flow of traffic. This needs to be followed up to determine what action can be taken.
2. The overnight lorry park in Crown Road has spare capacity that is not being utilised. Consideration to be given to a communication that can be sent to companies promoting use of  the spare capacity.

3-4. London Low Emission Zone.

-Prior to the introduction of Phase One for vehicles over 12tonnes in February 2008 only 70% of vehicle complied however compliance is now 97%. Similarly prior to the introduction of Phase Two for vehicles between 3.5 and 12tonnes in July 2008 compliance was around 70% and is now 94%.
-The next go live date is 4th October 2010 (Programme of changes shown below) The Mayor has announced his intention to seek to suspend the third phase of the programme so as not to increase the burden on small businesses. The FTA and RHA will support this change and address the resulting surveys.

-LEZ Team is focussing on the development of solution for vehicles affected by Phase III. The abatement equipment is expected to be available through 2009. The cost is expected to be lower in the range £500 to £2000.
-Phase IV is scheduled for January 2012.
-It is still too early to give definitive results on air quality but thought to be in the region of 6%. The health benefits need to be quantified to demonstrate that the substantial cost borne by the private sector was justified.
-The next monitoring report is due to be available in summer 2009.

3-5 FORS

The scheme is now progressing and nearly 2000 organisation have joined including LB Enfield and they are currently at the Bronze standard.

-Westminster Council has taken the initiative that if a commercial vehicle is in a loading area and is displaying a Silver level sticker they will not issue a parking ticket. Discussion are taking place with London Councils and it is hoped will result in other London Boroughs adopting this policy.
-Work is also progressing in the area of night time deliveries considering the relaxing of LLCS rules for quiet vehicles.

3-6 New legislation governing standards of eyesight

Legislation passed in the EU Parliament in 2006 is set to become law in 2011. The current proposal is that holders of commercial vehicle licenses will have to have their eyes tested every 5 years. For more information see www.fleetnews.co.uk/files/guidetodrivinglegislationjan09.pdf
