Summary

Following the survey of member’s needs and interest carried out in early 2005 the date of the conference was moved from November to September in both 2005 and 2006. Also the agenda for the quarterly meetings was changed to provide more information to members on freight related issues and invite experts to make presentations on subjects of importance that support the BFQP vision. This has seen an increase in attendance at meetings and provides a platform for training and development, discussion and consultation on freight issues. A further survey of member interests is currently in hand to provide a basis for the meetings and conference in 2007/8.

The actual attendance at meetings excluding the conferences has steadily increased from an average of 10 per meeting in 2004/5, to 13 in 2005/6 and 17in 2006/7.
The conference held in September 2006 was the 5th annual conference that the BFQP has held. Actual conference attendance is in the region of 25 to 35 delegates.
Achievements in 2006/7

The detailed achievements can be reviewed on the BFQP Action Plan that is available on the website www.bfqp.org It is now structured to be inline with and supportive of the London Freight Plan. The London Freight Plan includes proposals under three over arching headings:


Encouraging best practice (LFP1 to LFP4)



Improving reliability (LFP5)



Promoting sustainable distribution (LFP6 to LFP8)

LFP1- Support the development of sub-regional FQP’s and improved means of communications. 
- The BFQP has held four quarterly events, three meetings and a conference. The meetings focus on local, sub-regional and national freight issues providing both updates on progress and presentations by experts, particularly in relation to changes that are being consulted upon or introduced through legislation.

- BFQP supported TfL Freight Team FQP Workshop held on the 7/12/06 making a presentation on Stakeholder Engagement drawing on the five years experience of the partnership.
- BFQP requested the formation of a pan London FQP forum and attended the first meeting on the 30th January 2007.

- Purchased two display stands promoting the BFQP and its website.

LFP3- Develop and roll out a programme of freight training in London.
- Presentations made to members by the FTA, VOSA and Backhouses Solicitors on the Working Time Directive and use of Digital Tachographs. Training DVD’s made available to members.
- At the BFQP Conference in September 2006 a presentation was made by Robert Gifford of the Parliamentary Advisory Committee for Transport Safety on Corporate Manslaughter and Work Related Road Safety.
- Copies of the London Lorry Guide and the Transport Managers wall chart made available to members.

- BRAKE free training courses promoted and held at the offices of Pickfords, Southbury Road, Enfield. The next course to be held on risk management is on the 17th May 2007.
LFP4- Develop and roll out a Freight Operators Recognition Scheme in London.
- Presentations made at annual conference and quarterly meetings on the development and progress of the FORS programme. BFQP member companies are pioneer members of the programme.
- The BFQP has supported the FORS programme throughout the last year and will continue to do so.

LFP5- Improve reliability of London deliveries and freight movement through regulation, design and best practice.
- Local road issues raised by members and improvements introduced in Bilton Way, Aden Road and Suez Road.
- Local delivery problems raised at meetings and assistance provided by LB of Enfield supplying maps showing parking facilities in the areas concerned thereby facilitating the avoidance of penalty charges.

- The Holmesdale Tunnel refurbishment on the M25 is of major interest to all our members. Costain representatives have attended our meetings to report progress and take up any issues that are raised. Members have also visited the site of the refurbishment for a conducted tour by Costain management. The BFQP lobbied for the 18 month programme of works not to span two Christmas periods and this will be achieved.
LFP8- Promote changes to freight transport specification / fuel through supply chain reconfiguration where economically and environmentally practicable
-BFQP promoted the consultation process on the London Low Emission Zone by inviting a member of the LEZ Team to make a presentation and then consulting with the members to determine their views. These were then fed into the consultation process.
